up the men’s side, across the top, and down the women’s side while
1M followed by 2M and 2W dance down the women’s side, across

the set, and up the men’s side (this is known as a snake pass).

Ending order is 3, 1, 2.

1C turn RH 1% then dance out the ends into half reels across the
set, IW passing 3W in 2W’s position RS and 1M passing 2M in

3M’s position RS.

Diagonal rights and left, 1W changing up and 1M changing down

to begin.
